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*Although this series has been previously recorded, these truths are still timeless and vital to
understanding our future as Christians. Time marches on...

1. The Spirit of Prophecy

Revelation 19:10(b):"“..the testimony of Jesus is the Spirit of Prophecy”

- 28% of the Bible is prophetic
- The Spirit of prophecy means that God has revealed Himself in spirit through

the scriptures about what'’s going to come to pass in the future: Only Jesus
knows the future

- Jesus was more than just a man: no one through history has ever been like
Jesus; He was God in human flesh...

- Jesus convinced many by his miracles; in fact, the Jews never denied that He
had ‘Supernatural’ power.

- Jesus had the power to heal everyone: No one else has ever had that
capability

- Jesus was the most influential person in the history of the world and He did it
in 3 1/2 years

2. He is the God who can reveal the future in advance
- There are 109 (actually 121) predictions that Jesus would come (Messianic

Prophecies)
- Jesus fulfilled ALL the (Messianic) prophecies



Genesis 3:15: The Seed of the Woman
- Being the ‘seed of a woman), there was no sin involved

- God came through Jesus in human flesh

(*please see diagram)

- Jesus is the subject of more prophecy than an other...

3. His Life:
Isaiah 61:1-2

- Time of Grace (“the acceptable year of the Lord”): Salvation freely available,

through His grace

- Vengeance of our God: Tribulation

- Jesus wins!

- Prophecies were fulfilled

- Jesus was betrayed for the price of a slave (at that time): 30 pieces of silver

Isaiah 53: Prophesied that He would be buried in a rich man’s tomb...
Luke 4:14-21: Rabbi= teacher
Isaiah 61: Jesus read the scripture in the first person...
-“Today this scripture is fulfilled in your hearing”
- Christ announced he was the fulfillment of Messianic prophecy
- Jesus is called a prophet in the Old and New Testament
- Jesus is the source of many prophecies: (*please see diagram)
Matthew 16:16-18
-“l will build my Church”
- Jesus founded the Church on the Day of Pentecost

- Christians have been persecuted and killed for over 2,000 years, but the

Church continues to grow
(The revival in China today may be the greatest revival in the history of the world)
